The HOA Board conducted a brief special meeting on June 14. The 
Board appointed Olivia Gooch to serve as secretary on the Board 
for the remainder of the year as Stacee Luers indicated with regret 
she would need to step down from her position.  Election of a new 
board member will occur at the next annual meeting. 

We will be contracting a control service to assist with the common 
areas at the Saint Onge Road entrance island, the island on Duke 
Parkway and the island at Drake Court.   Residents are asked to 
contact the City of Spearfish if they believe any grass or weeds 
exceed 10 inches and needs to be mowed.  This also pertains to 
any “nuisances” as defined in Section 9-26 and 9-27 of city code.

The Board approved some changes in the ARC Standards, in 
particular to as it pertains to the landscape design and approval 
process.  The ARC Standards also address a requirement for a 
minimum amount of turf area and clarification of usage of rock 
mulch and boulders.   As soon as the document is updated, it will 
be posted on our website.

The long awaited message board is currently being placed by the 
first bank of mailboxes.  Thanks to JR Hamblet for obtaining the 
posts.  We hope to have it completed by the end of June.
